Accordingly, the greatest need of every Christian young person is
to have the opportunity and advantage that a Christian education
affords.

Because of these convictions, it is the purpose of South Shore
Christian School to provide the best in academic instruction with a
consistent Christian emphasis woven into every subject. Strong
academics, discipline, self-control, and development of individual
responsibility are integrated into every phase of the educational
program.

THE PRIORITY OF CHRISTIAN EDUCATION

OBJECTIVES

South Shore Christian School has been established to train
Christian leaders. Our objectives all work toward that goal.
¥ To assist each child in discovering and developing his God-
given talents and abilities in creativity, evaluation, planning,
reasoning, communication and knowledge.
¥ To assist each child in seeking the purpose for his life@
service and necessary preparation for eternity through
emphasis upon Biblical relevance and sufficiency.
¥ To motivate through challenging the students.
¥ To provide concepts, context, and interactive presentation
that encourages the involvement of all students.
¥ To help each child learn how to live and honor the Lord by
meeting the daily responsibilities with which he has been
assigned by God.

AFFILIATIONS

South Shore Christian School is a ministry of the North Baptist
Church and will operate in a manner consistent with the statement
of faith, philosophy, and policies of the church.

We are also active members in good standing of the
Massachusetts Association of Christian Schools and the
American Association of Christian School.

We recognize that South Shore Christian School cannot meet the
educational needs of all children. We offer quality Christian
education and training but cannot be a correctional institution for
problems arising beyond those encountered in average school
children. While we would love to provide a Christian education for
all who desire it, we are not prepared in facilities, staff, equipment
or curriculum for those with special needs.

MEDICAL GUIDELINES

A Medical History form must be filled out and submitted to the
school office. All students must have proof of immunizations
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against diphtheria, pertussis (whooping cough), tetanus, polio,
rubella, mumps and lead poisoning in accordance with the
Massachusetts state law.

If a child should contract a communicable disease (measles,
mumps, chicken pox, etc.) he will not be allowed to attend
classes. Verification from your physician will be required before
returning to school. Should a communicable disease become
widespread throughout the school so that 35% of the student
body is affected, the school will be closed.

In instances where a student needs medical attention, every
attempt will be made to contact the parents or legal guardian first,
then the family doctor.

Non-prescription medication (including aspirin, cold pills, etc.) that
is to be administered during the student® school day must have
parental authorization in writing and be stored in the school office.
Please note: South Shore Christian School personnel cannot
dispense any prescription medications.

Please do not send children to school if they are running a fever,
sick to stomach, or show other outward signs of iliness. Any
students who are found feverous or ill will be sent home.

DAILY SCHEDULE

The school day will begin at 8:00 AM sharp with the dismissal of
half-day kindergarten students at 12:30 PM. All remaining
students are dismissed at 3:00 PM.

The school doors are open at 7:00 AM for pre-care. Aftercare is
from 3:15 PM until 6:00 PM. Please do not drop students off
before 7:00 AM as there is no provision for watching them.

PARENT ORIENTATION NIGHT

It is strongly recommended that ALL parents attend the Parent
Orientation Night on August 23™. The purpose of this meeting is
to acquaint the parents with the staff and facility of South Shore
Christian School, to go over certain policies and rules, inform
parents of ways to work in tandem with the school to ensure the
best possible educational environment for all students.
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LOST AND FOUND

Lost items may be turned in and reclaimed at the school office.
Unclaimed items become school property at the end of each year
and will be disposed of in a proper manner. All personal property,
including clothing and books, should be marked with adequate
identification so that proof of ownership can easily be determined.

WITHDRAWALS

All withdrawals from the school should be handled through the
school office in cooperation with the principal.

ABSENCES AND TARDINESS

Any student who arrives after 11:00 AM or leaves before 11:30
AM will be considered absent for the whole day.

Excused Absences

Excused absences are for illness or accidents, doctor
appointments, family emergencies and special family events. A
telephone call or a written excuse from a parent or guardian
should be sent with the with the child when returning to school
after being absent, giving the date and reason for the absence.

Tardiness

Part of the discipline of a Christian school is starting school on
time. Tardiness disrupts the classroom and detracts from the
educational experience of all students. Continual tardiness will
not be accepted. If a student is tardy, arriving after 8:00 AM, the
student must report to the office for a late slip before entering his
class. After a student is tardy five (5) times in one quarter, a
demerit will be issued with each tardy after that for the duration of
the quarter.

Excessive Absences

A student who accumulates more than 30 days (one-sixth of the
school year) of absences during the school year may not be
promoted to the next grade.
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Unexcused Absences and Tardiness

Unexcused absenteeism and tardiness is usually the fault of the
parent and not the child. However, the student is the one who is
late and therefore must be dealt with in this regard. By allowing
students to continually be tardy or accumulate unexcused
absences the message is being sent to the student that Gchool is
not important.O This can lead to a lack of discipline in school and,
in the years to come, the workplace. Our goal is to Otain up a
child in the way he should goQ(Proverbs 22:6) and being present
and punctual are a vital part of this training. Please work with us
to have your student(s) here on time every day.

EARLY DISMISSAL

If you need your student to leave early a note of explanation with
the details for the day and time must be sent to the office.
Please remember to make every attempt to schedule doctor and
other appointments after school hours.

LUNCH

Students are to bring their own lunches, drinks, and snacks. All
food must be consumed at the designated location as determined
by the teacher. Microwave ovens are available for Ovarm-upsO
but please do not send microwaveable meals or OVGdinners as
these take too long. Warm-up® should take only 2-3 minutes to
heat. There is a vending machine with drinks and snacks
available before and after school and during lunch for the older
students.

Along with the food and drinks, students need to bring their own
utensils, napkins, condiments, etc. The school cannot provide
these items due to the expense.

PHONE CALLS

The school telephones are to be used only for official business
and emergencies. Students are not allowed to use school
telephones unless they have been given permission. Student cell
phones are to be turned off and remain put away till after school.
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After school, cell phones are only allowed to be used to call a
parent.

SCHOOL VISITATION

Parents and prospective students are welcomed and encouraged
to visit our school. It is best to call ahead and make
arrangements to ensure that your visit can be accommodated.
Please make sure that all attire is consistent with the discipline
and standards of the church and school and that it honors the
Lord.

SCHOOL OFFICE

The school office is open from 7:30 AM until 4:00 PM Monday
through Friday. Any business with the school may be conducted
during those hours. Payments may be sent in with students with
the receipts being sent home the same way.

CHAPEL

One of the most vital components of your child® Christian
education at South Shore Christian School is the weekly chapel
service. During special meeting weeks at North Baptist Church
the missionaries, evangelists and special speakers are used for
special chapel services. Otherwise, chapel will be conducted by
North Baptist Church/South Shore Christian School staff
members.

There are Bible classes on the non-chapel days for all classes.
Our school is built upon the Living Word of God, Jesus Christ
(John 1:1, 14) and the written Word of God (2 Timothy 3:15-17;
Hebrews 4:12) and the Bible is a integral part of the daily
instruction. Every student should have a King James Version
Bible for chapel, class, and memorization.

FIELD TRIPS

Field trips, and off-campus activities, will occasionally be part of
class activities. Unless there are special instructions given, the
school dress code must be followed on all trips. Parents will
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always be informed ahead of time concerning trips and
permission slips must be returned from the parents if their child is
to participate.

Achievement Testing

In your February billing there will be an additional charge of $25
for students in K5 through grade 6. This is for our standardized
testing.

Academic Probation

Students who are placed on academic probation find themselves
in these circumstances for one or more of the following reasons:
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Poor grades in a previous school. (New students only)

Failure to do homework

Lack of effort and carelessness in class and for work turned in.
Failure to participate and pay attention during class.

When one or more of these problems appears repeatedly and the
student® academic grade is negatively affected, the student and
the parents will be notified in writing that the student is on
Academic Probation for the next academic quarter. This means:

An automatic detention for each day the student does not have
homework done (or for any other academic violation).

The third time homework is not done or other academic violation
occurs, the student will have to serve a one-day in school
suspension.

The sixth time homework is not done or any other academic
violation occurs the student will be suspended from school. The
student will not be allowed to return until the parents come to the
school for a conference with the student® teacher and the school
administrator.

On the ninth academic violation, the student will be asked to leave
the school.

Each quarter the student is given a new start. If the student
proves to be serious and applies him or/herself academically, he
or she will be taken off of academic probation. However, if the
student continues to demonstrate a continued lack of effort, his
academic probation may be extended to the next quarter.

Reporting

Parents are notified of the student® progress each quarter by
report card. Parents will be notified when a student is falling
behind or producing sub-standard or unacceptable work.
Parental conferences are available upon request for an
appointment. We encourage parents to keep in contact with the
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teachers and to be actively involved in their child® education.
When a parent-teacher conference is desired, please call the
office at 508-580-1400 and set up an appointment with the
teacher. Please understand that we cannot schedule parent-
teacher conferences for the time before school begins in the
mornings as this disrupts the preparation for the day.

CONDUCT bDISCIPLINE

South Shore Christian School is dedicated to the training of
children in a program of study, activity, and Christ-centered living.
We believe that all things should be done Oeécently and in orderO
(I Corinthians 14:40) and that our students should be taught to
accept responsibility to Ovalk honestlyCbefore all people. (1
Thessalonians 4:12). Therefore a standard must be maintained
at South Shore Christian School that we believe is fair, firm,
consistent, and tempered with love. We seek to maintain a
standard of behavior with kindness, love, and a genuine regard
for each student. When disciplinary action becomes necessary, it
Is firmly carried out, tempered by good judgment, understanding
and with the full involvement and notification of the parents.
Rules of conduct and standard of behavior, although interrelated,
can be divided roughly into three categories:

1. Organizational Rules such as staying in line, not running in
the halls, etc. These help the students to understand that
the laws and rules of society, such as traffic laws, need to be
obeyed or else chaos will result.

2. Respecting the Rights and Privileges of Others, such as
not going into someone else® desk, locker, or book bag
without permission, waiting for one® turn to speak, treating
others as you would want to be treated.

3. Scriptural Rules such as the Ten Commandments, Ghou
shalt not steal,Oetc. These teach a respect for an absolute
authority, God Himself.
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We strive for each student to learn and internalize the Scriptural
foundation of all conduct and to apply their hearts unto wisdom in
knowing how to use what they have learned in daily life situations.
The teachers, staff and administration of South Shore Christian
School all work together with the parents to achieve the goals of
godly living, good citizenship, and Christian leadership.

DEMERIT SYSTEM

In order to accurately gauge student conduct, a demerit system is
used in grades 1 through 6 to identify unacceptable behavior,
Students will begin every quarter with O (zero) demerits.

Students who accumulate 135 demerits in a quarter will be
candidates for expulsion from the school at the discretion of the
school principal.

One demerit will be given for each infraction. A total of three
demerits in one day will incur a 30 minute detention. The
detention will increase by 10 minutes with every addition
demerit given that day. Detentions must be served within one
week® time.

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Procedure

Demerits will be issued by the child® classroom teacher at the
end of the day. A demerit slip will be filled out listing the number
of demerits given and the reason for each demerit issued. This
will be sent home for the parent to sign and return the next day. If
the slip is not returned by the next school day, an additional
demerit will be given. If this demerit slip is not returned signed, a
30 minute detention will be given and the parents will be notified
by telephone or personal meeting.

If a student receives three or more demerits, a detention slip will
be issued by the classroom teacher. This slip will show the
number of demerits given, the reason for which they were given,
and the amount time that is to be served in detention. This slip is
then sent home with the student to be signed by the parent. If this
detention slip is not returned signed by the next school day, an
additional 10 minutes will be added to the detention, and the
parents will be notified by telephone or personal meeting.

Detention

Detentions are to be served on the next available detention day
unless other arrangements can be made with the classroom
teacher. Detentions may be served on Monday, Tuesday, or
Thursday of each week. Detention time will be served with the
student@® classroom teacher and will usually consist of a writing
assignment. Report cards may not be released until all detention
time is served in full.

Severe Infractions

Severe infractions are among but not limited to the following:
Cheating in any way; theft of school property or of possessions
belonging to other students; damaging or defacing school
property; any act of violence; illegal drug use; vulgar language,
actions or suggestions directed at the staff of South Shore
Christian School; blatant disrespect for the faculty, rules, or other
students at South Shore Christian School.
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Punishment for such infractions are at the sole discretion of the
administration, and may exceed the standard demerit system
listed above and may include expulsion.

Disciplinary Probation

Disciplinary probation occurs when a student has one or more of
the following:

| Poor conduct in a previous school (New students only).

| Excessive detentions (5 or more)

! An in-school suspension

Students on disciplinary probation will be re-evaluated at the end
of each quarter. If conduct has improved significantly, the student
will be removed from disciplinary probation. If there is little or no
change the disciplinary probation will be extended. If conduct has
continued to become worse the student will be asked to leave
school.
